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Fighting theNext Flu Pandemic

official at the World Health Organization,
based in Geneva, Switzerland. He made
the decision to pursue his medical educa
tion in Vermont because “the school itself
just seemed right to me. It has a really
humanistic approach to medicine.”

In 2004, an earthquake struck Indonesia
and set off one of the largest tsunamis
in modern times. Class of 1992
graduate SANDY CRAIG, MfBit those
tremors deep in his heart. Craig had
traveled and worked in Indonesia for
four years prior to entering med school.
He responded to the calls for assistance
in the immediate aftermath of the
tsunami by taking a temporary leave
from his Plainfield, Vt., primary care
practice and traveling 12,000 miles to
work for a month in Aceh, one of the
hardest-hit areas in the disaster zone.

organizations he commits to. Betts grew
up in what he calls a “working class,

blue collar” family in Bennington, Vt. A
neighbor of his was a general practitioner
and graduate of the College of Medicine
who encouraged the young boy in his early
interest in medicine. Today, Betts credits
the College with instilling in him a deep
respect for the doctor-patient relationship.
He practices in Oakland, Calif., where he is
surgeon-in-chief, senior vice-president for
surgical services, chief of the department
of surgery, and director of trauma services
at Children’s Hospital. His courageous
treatment of a patient under a partially
collapsed highway in the aftermath of the
earthquake of 1987 was later portrayed in
a film for the ABC television network.
